


Rosemount Area Arts Council
Rules for Artist Grant Program
Calendar Year 2011

The purpose of this is to provide funds for individual artists, enabling them to further RAAC’s mission and dedication to providing more and varied arts experiences by teaching/leading activities, classes or projects for the Rosemount area public.

1. The activity shall be held in the City of Rosemount.

2. Amount of the grant awarded (Maximum: $100)  $

3. Maximum number of grants to an individual in a single calendar year:  One

4. Funds can be applied toward the purchase of supplies, room rental, marketing expense, etc, but NOT to reimburse the artist for his time.

5. Artist must complete a Grant Application form, supplied by RAAC, and submit it to the Board of Directors of the Rosemount Area Arts Council for consideration according to the instructions on the application form.

6. Grant applications will be accepted on an on-going basis.  There are no deadlines for submission of the Grant Application.  RAAC’s Secretary will advise the artist whether the grant has been awarded no later than the last day of the month, following the month the grant application was submitted. (For example:  For a grant application submitted on April 2, RAAC would be obligated to advise the artist no later than May 31.)

7. Artist will submit a Final Report in the format provided by RAAC, along with the original receipts for the monies spent, within 30 days of the completion of the class(es)/project.

8. No further grants will be considered for an artist until the Final Report is approved for any prior grant.

9. Awarding of a grant to an artist does NOT confer RAAC sponsorship of the activity, class or project.  The artist shall hold RAAC harmless of any potential liability resulting from the activity, class or project.   RAAC’s name will not be included in the marketing of the activity, class or project.

10. Grant availability will be posted on the RAAC Website.

11. Grants will be reviewed on a first-come/first-served basis.  Once the Artist Grant Fund has been exhausted for the calendar year, no additional grants will be reviewed for the remainder of the calendar year.

12. All grant decisions made by the RAAC Board of Directors are final.

13. All grant decisions shall be made without discrimination for or against any protected class as defined by Minnesota State statute.
